· 4 Honeybees

· 2 Trio of Rabbits

· 1 Pig

With each of these gifts, partner families are required to “Pass on the Gift” of one or more of their animals’ offspring and training to another in need. In essence the generosity and kindness given by the Seton community will continually work to end poverty and hunger for generations to come.
