TCCES and SCA Tissue Share Vision of
Environmental Education
SMC’s Mrs. Hoernke and St. Gabriel Elementary School
‘s Mrs. Benrud received funding for environmental
education programs through a new grant initiative offered
by SCA Tissue. They were among only 15 schools
nationwide that received funding through SCANorth
America’s Environmental Education grant program.

SMC’s grant for the “Mapping Our Forests’Futures”
project was used to purchas 10 GPS units and geographic
mapping software for the school’s Environmental Science
class. Using Jane’s Woods (the school’s two-acre wooded
lot) as a laboratory, students will use the equipment to
learn forest and land mapping techniques, eventually
using their skills to assist local conservation areas and
nature preserves.

St. Gabriel’s grant for its “Growing Environmental
Awareness” project was used to buy educational materials
and equipment to enhance the school’s comprehensive
environmental educational program for students in
kindergarten through fifth grade. The materials and
equipment will be used to augment and enrich the study
of topics such as seed and plant propagation (grades K-1),
how pollutants impact soil and water (grades 2-3), and
renewable energy systems (grades 4-5). The project will
also include the creation of a small community garden
and a composting system on the school grounds.

Bring in
your empty OEM inkjet cartridges (placed in the original box that
you would have thrown away or a Ziploc bag to keep it safe from
spills and damages) to the school. (Note: Epson cartridges cannot be
recycled becausethey don’t have a print head.)

Over the past decade, the YMCA of the Fox Cities has proviede a
unique opportunity for their members to receive Physical Education
credits through the use of its facilities. Called ‘Gym Pack’, this
program was designed primarily as an aid for those students who
were credit-deficient but Gym Pack was never intended to replace
curriculum and standard-based physical education. Beginning with
the 2008-2009 school year, SMC will allow only those students who
have very specific and legitimate educational need to earn a .5
physical education credit through ‘Gym Pack.’

Accreditation Complete
SMC recently earned continuing accreditation from the North
Central Association Commission on Accreditation and School
Improvement (NCACASI), an accreditation division of AdvancED.
To earn accreditation, schools must meet NCACASI’s high
standards, be evaluated by a team of professionals from outside the
school, and implement a continuous process of school improvement.
Accreditation is granted for a five-year term. This accreditation
demonstrates to our students, parents, and community that SMC is
focused on raising student achievement, providing a safe and
enriching learning environment and maintaining an efficient and
effective operation, staffed by highly qualified educators.

NCA CASI accreditation is recognized nationwide, which not only
eases the transfer process as students move from accredited school
to accredited school, but also assures parents that the school is
meeting nationally accepted standards for quality and successful
professional practice.
