New Incoming Student Course Selection Night
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Arrivals and Dismissals

We are again experiencing difficulties with arrivals at school between 7:30 and 7:50 in the
morning and at 3:00 in the afternoon. With the cold and snowy weather arriving in the last week,
we have had some near misses in both the front and back of the school. With the safety of our
children in the forefront, I am going to ask that all parents please follow these steps when dropping
and picking up children. If someone different from usual picks up your children, please share
these directions with them.

Arrival

When dropping children in the front of school on Division Street, please pull up to the front of the
gym doors. Have children get out of the car on the sidewalk side and go directly into the building.
This is a drop-off area. Please do not get out of your car or walk your children into school. If your
child is a preschooler and you wish to walk them inside, you must park in the back parking lot.
This lot is reserved for preschool families and parents who need to be in the building for a
particular purpose. We are trying to teach children independence and self-confidence. If your
child is able to walk into the building on his/her own and follow the daily procedure, please allow
them to do that. Naturally, if a preschooler needs a parent to come into the building, that is why
the parking lot is set aside for you.

When pulling up to the front of the building, please pull all the way to the doors of the gym.
Several cars can have children disembark at the same time-----as long as the car is in front of the
school or front entrance. DO NOT have your children leave the car half way down the block. This
is where many of our problems arise. If someone is stopped in the middle of the block, another car
will try to go around that car and we end up with a blocked street. Please line up in the morning as
you do for pick up. Go to the end of the line and wait the thirty seconds it will take for the three or
four cars at the beginning of the line to drop their children. Then everyone can move up. .
Ultimately, you will be pulling away from the building much sooner.

Please do not park on the opposite side of the street and walk your child across. The amount of
traffic on Division for a fifteen minute period of time is unbelievable. Also, don’t do a U turn in
the middle of the block. Getting at the end of the line and moving forward with traffic is the
fastest and safest method of dropping students. '

This week there are cones and individuals doing “traffic patrol.” I am hoping within a short period
of time everyone will be on board with this change and we will have a safer and faster arrival.
Please do your part by not racing ahead of the line. Remember, your children are watching what
you do!

Dismissal

Our evening dismissal in the front is going very smoothly. Our problem is the back parking lot.
With snow piles taking over many parking spaces, parking on both sides of Washington Street, and
everyone arriving at the same time, we have a real problem. For the winter months, we are going
to ask that ALL children be picked up in the front of the school. We will have two teachers in the
front. One will be at the walkway and one half-way down the block. Please tell the teacher who
you are picking up and he/she will call for the child.

Start the line just behind the walk way. If you are one of the first cars and your child is not out, we
will ask you to pull up in front of the gym. DO NOT PARK IN FRONT OF THE GYM---LEAVE
THAT SPACE FOR CARS THAT NEED TO MOVE FORWARD.

Again, we ask that you not park on the opposite side of the street. Crossing during heavy traffic is
very dangerous. If we have everyone’s cooperation, we will have all children out of school and in
their cars by 3:15. Please help us to keep ALL children safe.
