Tomorrow we begin our Catholic celebration of the Easter 
Triduum. It is sometimes referred to as the Paschal 
Triduum. It consists of Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy 
Saturday, and the Easter Sunday morning … the most 
sacred days of the year. The Triduum celebrates the heart 
of our faith, salvation, and redemption … Jesus’ act of death 
and resurrection. These are the tenants of our faith. It is 
very important to celebrate these three days as a Catholic 
family. To bring your family to the services that are offered 
throughout the 5 churches in Neenah and Menasha is a 
very important lesson for the children. It provides the 
children with a sense of the rich tradition that has taken 
place in our Church for centuries. They need to see these 
traditions from the washing of the feet to the veneration of 
the holy cross in order to have their faith come alive in 
their lives. We do our children a great disservice and 
ourselves also if we do not take the time to attend the 
services of the Easter Triduum. Attending these prayer 
services can bring a wonderful sense of peace and 
calmness, and also great comfort to our lives, especially if 
you are suffering or have worries. Today, it is very 
important to place things in their proper perspective and 
praying, as a family, can be very fulfilling and it certainly 
can draw families closer.
